“The low status of women in Cambodia leaves them vulnerable to the transmission of HIV/AIDS, despite 
remaining faithful to their husbands. I was sickened when I heard of an infamous proverb – ‘men are 
gold, women are cloth’ – and its explanation: dirt washes off gold while it stains cloth. The result? An 
epidemic that has already orphaned thousands of children. Thank goodness Bible Society is prepared to 
tackle the problem head-on. I hope you’ll join me in supporting them.” - Marina

How can it happen? It starts with alarmingly poor standards of education. Only 45% of children who 
enter primary school reach Grade 5. Only 5% reach high school. 3 in 1,000 make it to higher education. 
Sexual abuse and rape – both within and outside the home – are rife.
